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Game Day Olympics
· Scripture theme: St. Paul / Run the Race

· Opening Prayer: 2 Timothy 4:7-8

· Closing Comments: Remember that living the mission of Jesus is not a sprint; it is a marathon. Do not give up; push through to the finish line! You could also liken it to a relay race where we pass the baton of faith to others along the way so that the whole team wins in the end.

Movie Night
· Before the movie: present the theme of the movie, explaining how it relates to the Gospel and to Christian life. Some movies are more obvious than others. Prince Caspian was especially cool with its references to St. Peter and St. Paul, but you can do it with almost any movie. Doing this before the movie gets everyone’s minds ready to look for these ties, and then during an intermission or after the movie you can enter into a sharing or discussion about each one that the teens spotted.

Dance
· Scripture theme: David danced before the Ark of the Covenant. We dance with abandon, just as King David did, using our whole bodies to praise and glorify our God.

· Opening prayer: Psalm 150

Talent Show
· Include an act that parodies a popular or well-known song, changing the words to give it a Christian theme. For example, check out our parish’s parody of the Blues Brothers’ “Soul Man” on Youtube.com.
· Scripture theme: Different gifts but the same Spirit

· Opening Prayer: 1 Cor. 12:4-11 – Just as the Holy Spirit gives each person different spiritual gifts for the glory of God, so does God give each person different talents to be used for the same reason. Some people can sing, others dance, others write, others excel at athletics, the list goes on and on. But no matter where your gifts and talents lie, you are called to use them for God’s greater glory. Take a look at where your interests are – what you like to do and are good at. How do you think you are being called to use this to bring others to Christ?
